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CITY CELEBRATES EARTH DAY, APRIL 22 
 

Tuesday, April 22 is Earth Day - the time of year every one of us makes a 
special effort to help the environment. A time to think about your household 
waste practices and energy use. A time to choose to live more sustainable 
lives. And a time to do something about climate change. The City of 
Saskatoon will be offering a number of events and programs around Earth 
Day: 

The Saskatoon Zoo Society will be holding a special Earth Day celebration at 
the Saskatoon Forestry Farm Park & Zoo at 1903 Forestry Farm Park Drive 
from 12:00 p.m. to 4:00 p.m. on Sunday, April 20. Participants will test their 
Earth savvy on the “Earth Day Trail”, or visit the wildlife display and quizzes in 
the Kinsmen Children’s Zoo. These activities are free with regular zoo 
admission (Saskatoon Zoo Society members receive free admission to the 
Zoo). The City of Saskatoon also has numerous recycling opportunities 
available for residents, and is continually working to expand these initiatives.  

COMPOST DEPOTS OPEN FOR THE SEASON ON APRIL 26  

Yard waste such as grass clippings and leaves can be taken to one of the 
two compost depots: on McOrmond Drive (0.8 km north of 8th Street East) or 
at the corner of Highway 7 and 11th Street free of charge (summer hours are 
7:30 a.m. - 5:30 p.m., seven days a week). The depots are open Monday to 
Friday from 11:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. and Saturday and Sunday from 9:00 a.m. 
to 5:00 p.m.  

BACKYARD COMPOSTER SALE  

The City of Saskatoon is working with the Saskatchewan Waste Reduction 
Council to sell backyard composters to Saskatoon residents to help reduce 
the amount of organics going to the Landfill. The limited number of 
composters, which will be sold for $45 each (half the usual retail price), will 
be sold at four events during the week of April 28:  

� Monday, April 28 (Lakewood Civic Centre) 6:00 p.m.-9:00 p.m.  
� Wednesday, April 30 (The Mall at Lawson Heights) 6:00 p.m.-9:00 p.m.  
� Thursday, May 1 (Confederation Mall) 6:00 p.m.-9:00 p.m.  
� Saturday, May 3 (Prairieland Park, Wheatland Hall B) 9:00 a.m.-3:00 p.m. 

LEAVES AND GRASS COLLECTION PROGRAM  
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The City of Saskatoon Leaves and Grass Collection Program has extended 
its application deadline to April 25. Participants in the collection program will 
receive a green front street roll-out cart to collect their unbagged leaves, 
grass clippings and non-woody vegetation, which will be emptied by City 
crews every two weeks. This material will be composted.

The cost to participate 
in the program is $40. Limited carts available so sign up today!  

RECYCLING BROCHURE  

Throughout the month of April, the “Where Do I Recycle?” brochure is being 
delivered with every City of Saskatoon utility bill. The brochure lists where 
residents can take different items for recycling, such as oil, tires, glass and 
beverage containers, clothing, scrap metals and propane tanks to name a 
few.

RECYCLING DEPOTS  

The City of Saskatoon has six recycling depots located throughout the city. 
These sites have drop-off bins for newspapers/magazines/cardboard, 
beverage containers, tin cans and milk jugs and cartons.  

The six depot locations are:  

� The Mall at Lawson Heights (Primrose Drive)  
� University Heights (Lowe Road)  
� Lakewood Civic Centre (McKercher Drive)  
� Meadowgreen (22nd Street & Witney Avenue)  
� Edmonton Avenue & Avenue P  
� Saskatoon Landfill (Dundonald Avenue)
