Each year, Saskatchewan Finance undertakes a study of provincial taxes and typical household
charges in major Canadian cities. The results of this survey show that Saskatoon compares
favourably with other cities in Canada, having the lowest overall combined taxes and charges of
the ten cities surveyed for a single person with an income of $25,000, as well as for a family with
a dual-income of $50,000 and $75,000.  The above tables were modified from the 2006 Intercity
Comparison of Taxes and Household Charges, which appeared in the 2006 - 2007 Saskatchewan
budget document released April 6, 2006.

Saskatoon’s favourable standing in this comparison is due to a number of factors.  Saskatchewan
has the lowest combined charges for auto insurance, basic telephone service, home heating, and
electricity.  Also, housing costs in Saskatoon associated with mortgage payments and property
taxes are among the lowest in Canada.

The combined effect of Saskatchewan’s Provincial Sales Tax (PST) rate of 5% and the PST’s
broad list of personal exemptions means that Saskatchewan families pay amongst the lowest
provincial sales tax in Canada. Alberta, with no sales tax, levies health care premiums that
approximate the sales tax paid in Saskatchewan by average families.

Saskatchewan’s personal income tax reform continues to be implemented in 2006, with additional
tax reductions occurring for all provincial taxpayers.

All of these factors combine to make Saskatoon compare very favourably with other Canadian
cities when considering the living costs facing individuals and families.
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
